Roger Benoit – Audit should be done yearly; John Holst – Want to review 
budget and plan for income to Road Committee inorder to be most effective with 
expenditures.  Frustrated with delays on paying expenses, what is the process for 
issuing funds?

SLE Community Roads – Bob Lloyd 7:50 pm 
 Discussed earlier (Action Items) – Need to start small.  The large cost will be preparing 

roads for test.  Need substantially more rock for paving. 
 
New Business 
 
CC&R Review – Wayne Burton 7:52 pm 
 Overhead Transparency (Attachment 5)  Reviewed in detail Article IV Section 2.C.8.  

Current wording specifically indicates snowmobiles and motorcycles, putting 
snowmobiles aside for a moment, Idaho Motor Vehicle Code (IMVC) refers to 
motorcycles as being street legal and motorbikes as being off-road/dirt bikes.  ATV and 
motorbikes are not addressed in Article IV, Section 2.C.8.  What does the Board plan to 
do about street legal motorcycles?  Can’t ignore motorcycles and prosecute 
snowmobiles.  What is the method of enforcement?  Currently the CC&Rs do not have a 
section for enforcement. 

 
 Propose to the Board to table the Article IV debate and appoint a Committee to work the 

issues and make a final recommendation to the Board Members to be put be taken 
seriously and then presented to the Membership at the November Meeting.  We’ve lived 
with the current wording a long time, what’s a couple more months to review off-line 
without ½ truths and/or innuendoes.  Current wording does not help Jeff Hill with his 
situation next door to him; however, his situation should be worked as a civil issue under 
the noise and nuisance laws 



 
 Floor Opened Up:  Tony Tarnowski – Concerned with changing CC&Rs to include ATVs 

would eliminate ability to use ATV for work on property.  Wayne Burton – Can street 
legal motorcycles be restricted?  Bob Lloyd – Discussion with lawyers indicates that with 
the current wording, Yes, street legal motorcycles are restricted, but don’t recommend it 
and ATV/dirt bikes are not includes in current wording.  Debbie Lawson – Can CC&Rs 
be enforced on roads?  Are CC&Rs recorded on roads?  Bob Lloyd – Yes, roads are 
owned by Association and the roads are Association property.  Roger Benoit – What 
about not enforcing previous offenses – allowing the activity?  Joyce Holst – Will Board 
establish procedure with letters and documentation for enforcing CC&Rs and/or 
following up on complaints?  Jeff Hill – volunteered to draft procedure & method of 
tracking to be presented to Board.
